School Stream

Absences

Our preferred method is for you to complete the 

Absentee Form on the School Stream App. In the event that your child is away from school and no 

note has been sent after a period of a week, the classroom teacher will send home a document 

asking you to fill in the details of the absence. Please assist us by filling this in promptly and returning 

to your classroom teacher, for us to keep in our records. If you are taking your child out of school for 

more than 5 days (Extended leave) you must seek the Principal’s approval. An Extended Leave form 

can be collected from the office that outlines what you need to do.

  In the Classroom 

Homework 

Homework for Term 3 has begun this week (week 2). A new homework grid has been provided with 

some updated activities.  Please look closely at the overview and ensure that your child completes 

homework tasks to their best of their ability. Homework will be handed out each Monday and needs 

to be returned each Friday.  

Home Reading 

Students are encouraged to read their home readers or books from the school library, local library 

or books at home. Parents are encouraged to listen to their child read every night for at least 10 

minutes. Please record your child’s reading in their home reading journal. 

Stage One Term Overview 

ENGLISH 

Speaking and Listening- This term students will continue to participate in a variety of speaking and 

listening activities. In doing this, they will develop skills such as questioning, active listening and 

following a series of set instructions.  

Reading and Viewing- In Literacy groups students will be developing a range of reading and 

comprehension strategies. Students will participate in activities such as: reading with the teacher, 

comprehension activities and other activities based on spelling, phonics and grammar. 

Writing and Responding – This term students will participate in a range of activities. Students will focus 

on developing their writing skills across all three text types (imaginative, informative and persuasive).  

Library- This term students will continue sharing quality literature, making links with our History program 

‘The Past in the Present’. Students will continue to borrow books during their weekly library visit. Please 

ensure your child/ren have a library bag for borrowing.  

MATHEMATICS 

Topic Content- All strands will be addressed this term- Whole Number, Statistics and Probability and 

Measurement and Geometry.  
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PDHPE  

Physical Education - During Term 3 students will continue to focus on developing Fundamental 

Movement Skills. They will participate in fitness sessions throughout the week as well as stage based 

sport each Friday. 

Personal Development and Health- Students will participate in weekly Peer Support sessions from 

weeks 1-3 and Child Protection lessons from weeks 4-10. During Peer Support sessions students have 

the opportunity to form relationships with their peers in grades K-6. Child Protection lessons will be 

conducted with class teachers and include lessons which include recognising abuse, power in 

relationships and protective strategies.   

CREATIVE ARTS 

Our Creative Arts topic in Term 3 focuses on Visual Arts. Mrs Apap and Mrs Ghafauri will continue to 

teach students these programs through the term.   

HISTORY 

The Past In The Present– Students will participate in teaching and learning experiences that aim to 

explore what aspects of the past can be seen in the local area and describe how the changes in 

in technology have shaped our daily life. They will engage in a range of activities from small group, 

whole class and large group activities.
